[bookmark: _GoBack]Strip Poker:  Keep your clothes on but ante up those strips of fabric! Participants should bring 15 charm strips (Cut strips 2-1/2 inch wide X 44 inches long (width of fabric), rolled up and rubber banded in the middle.) 

Saturday June 11, 2016
Hour Glass Block* 		Instructor:  Charlie Rhea
There is more than one way to make an Hour Glass block. During this three hour class you’ll discover the one that works best for you!

Beautiful Bindings*		Instructor:  Charlie Rhea
How you bind your quilt can be the difference between winning a First Place ribbon and no ribbon at all. During this three hour class we’ll examine the different bindings and then you’ll create a sample that you can take home and refer to time and again.

Colorama Quilts*		Instructor:  Jamie Williams
Do you enjoy the new “stress reliever” coloring books? During this three hour class you’ll learn how to copy your completed pages onto fabric! Use the cloth copy to produce one-of-a-kind works of fabric art! 
 
Picturesque Potholders*	Instructor:  Jamie Williams
Fussy cutting is what adds the picture to these potholders! During this three hour class you’ll learn how to selectively cut your fabric to create a focal point within a stripped block. Then you’ll complete a potholder with the technique that can be used to create many other projects…including a quilt!

Tavern Blues*			Instructor:  Jean Shaw
Tavern Blues is a civil war inspired quilt design by Red Crinoline Quilts. During this six hour class you’ll learn how to make easy work of a pattern that looks very difficult. This quilt allows you to work with one color family or several. (The instructor’s quilt uses red, blue and brown while the pattern sample uses only blue and brown.) The goal of the class is to complete two blocks then discuss sashing, setting triangles and borders.

Movie:  Why Quilts Matter:  This nine-part television series uncovered the size and depth of quilt culture! We’ll be watching the episode focusing on “The Most Famous Quilts in America”.

Connect to your inner child during this quick class where the only rule is…there are no rules! You will create a simple hand drawn flower motif using easy techniques that include drawing, coloring, machine stitching, and embellishment.  The completed projects can be used to create 3-D art, embellish wreaths, clothing, tote bags and yes, even quilts.

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Instructor Biographies

Charlie Rhea:  At the age of nine Charlie begged her Mother to let her sew anything! Thus began her 65 plus year love affair with sewing! She eventually owned a fabric shop where she taught tailoring and English smocking. Then she tried her hand at quilting and she was hooked! Charlie began teaching quilting classes with Jamie Williams in 2005. In addition to quilting techniques she enjoys sharing her knowledge of embroidery, cross stitch, harddanger, crochet and knitting. 

Jamie Williams:  Jamie learned to sew on her Mother’s treadle machine, which she still owns. She took quilting lessons from Mildred Lock, who she considers the “Queen of Quilting”. She still uses the techniques Mildred taught her, as they “worked then and still do”. Jamie had a quilt shop for about 20 years, sold it twice and then started again! She just couldn’t quit. She began teaching with Charlie Rhea in 2005. There are several quilts in progress at any given time in Jamie’s home but her real love is teaching others the art of quilting.

She never imagined that she would end up owning a fabric store! In addition to quilt fabrics,  the store has a vast selection of upholstery and specialty fabrics. She also learned to crochet, embroider, knit, do beadwork on fabric, and make jewelry and baskets.
