Quilt Block Challenge
Blocks may be entered into one of two categories:  Student or Adult. Cash prizes will be awarded as follows: Overall Grand Prize $30.00, 1st place $25.00, 2nd place $20.00, 3rd place $15.00
Blocks submitted to this contest will become the property of the Friends of Old Mulkey for use in their fundraising efforts.
· All work must be completed by the submitter.

· Completed blocks must be 16” x 16”. Larger or smaller blocks will not be eligible for prizes.

· Blocks may be hand or machine stitched but should not be quilted.

· Blocks may be original designs or traditional pattern.

· Block orientation should be indicated on the back.
· Blocks should not be mounted on a frame or board. 
· Participants will receive equal amounts of the same three fabrics to include on their block.

· A recognizable piece of each of the three provided fabrics must be included on the block.

· Additional trim, fabrics, notions etc may be added but absolutely no loose glitter.

· Challenge packets must be picked up during regular business hours at Old Mulkey or requested via USPS between April 7th and April 30th. Cost is $3.00 per packet. Packets sent via mail require an additional $5.00 postage fee. Checks should be made payable to Old Mulkey Meetinghouse State Historic Site.  

· Completed entries must be received at Old Mulkey Meeting House State Historic Site by COB (5 pm CST) Friday June 20, 2014. (Entries may be submitted via USPS).

· Entry forms must accompany the block but not be stapled to it.

· Blocks will be judged on craftsmanship, originality, and creativity.
· Winners will be announced during the opening ceremony of the Celebration of Quilts & Quilting on Thursday evening July 3, 2014. (Time TBD).
· Participants do not have to be present at the opening ceremony to be eligible for a prize.
· Blocks will be on display at Old Mulkey throughout the Celebration (July 3rd - 6th). 
Wall Hanging Challenge
Cash prizes will be awarded as follows: 1st place $150.00, 2nd place $100.00, 3rd place $50.00
· All work must be completed by the submitter.

· Participants must fabricate a monochromatic wall hanging. 
· Dual Duty #7330 Yellow thread will serve as the color scheme of the wall hanging. Use only the  
palest to the darkest shades of that color in your wall hanging.
· Wall hangings may be hand or machine stitched and must be either machine or hand quilted.
· Wall hangings may be original designs or traditional pattern.

· Completed wall hangings must have a finished perimeter between 175 and 185 inches.
· Embellishments may not be used and no loose glitter or metallic is allowed in the fabric or thread. 
· Hanging tabs are optional and will not be included when measuring perimeter. If hanging tabs are not            
present the wall hanging must have a four inch hanging sleeve across the top back side.
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· Wall hangings should not be mounted on a frame or board.
· Entry forms must accompany the wall hanging but not be stapled to it.

· Completed entries must be received at Old Mulkey Meeting House State Historic Site by COB (5 
pm CST) Friday June 20, 2014. (Entries may be submitted via USPS).
· Wall hangings will be judged on craftsmanship, originality and creativity. 
· Winners will be announced during the opening ceremony of the Celebration of Quilts & Quilting on 
Thursday evening July 3, 2014. (Time TBD).

· Participants do not have to be present at the opening ceremony to be eligible for a prize.

· Wall hangings must remain on display at Old Mulkey throughout the Celebration.

· Wall hangings must be picked up at Old Mulkey (or return shipping arrangements provided) by 
COB (5pm CST) Wednesday July 9, 2014.
